Albion Fellows Bacon

Bacon was born on April 8, 1865, in Evansville.  She is known throughout 
the nation for her life-long efforts to improve the status of women, children, 

and the poor.



Lydia Metz

In 1902, Metz became the first ñvisiting nurseò in Evansville and the entire state of 

Indiana.  Her sponsor, the Kingôs Daughters Circle, later becomes known as the 

Visiting Nurse Association.



Ethel McCullough

In 1912, McCollough was hired by the Westside Business Association as ñChief 

Librarian,ò later serving in that role for the Evansville Vanderburgh Public 

Library System until 1947.



Pearl Chandley Oagley

In the 1920s, Oagley became the first woman Marine in Vanderburgh County, 
and one of the first five in the country.



Emily Orr Clifford

During the 1920s, Clifford became the first female member appointed to the Board 

of Trustees at the University of Evansville.



Dr. Carmen Haynes

In 1977, Haynes joins the staff of Welborn Baptist Hospital.  She became the 
first black female physician to practice in Evansville.



Amy Smith

In 1994, Smith became the first female firefighter in the Evansville Fire 

Department.
